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To be ready for any natural disasters like
earthquakes and floods, we have created a
map indicating the nearest shelters, disaster
prevention storage facilities, and hospitals
that is easy to read.
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Bﬁgé%]llﬁ Disaster Prevention Training
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With the volunteer based Disaster Prevention Committee
throughout the town and in conjunction with other organizations,
disaster prevention training is conducted to educate our people
on various techniques from fire extinguishing and emergency first
aid to flood prevention. The committee also takes part in training
to assess damage, how to bring safety to those in need, and how
to report to authorities. By creating disaster prevention awareness
in our community, we hope to minimize future catastrophes.
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Our kindergarteners participate in the fire prevention
walk. We educate our children about natural disasters
at an early age so they can help prevent them from
occurring in the first place.
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In July 2008, our firefighters won first place in the

small pump operation department of the 53rd Aichi
Prefecture Fire Fighting Competition.
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Traffic Safety Education
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To avoid tragic automobile accidents, our
town offers traffic safety classes for children
in preschool, kindergarten, elementary
school, and senior citizens to heighten
awareness.
