Agui Town has long been known for
its delicious rice, “Agui rice.” In
recent years, farmers have been using
astragalus sinicus (Chinese milk vetch)
as fertilizer by sowing in the autumn
and plowing in spring to minimize the
use of chemical fertilizers and
agrochemicals. Agui rice receives
widespread praise from consumers.
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Aichi Prefecture boasts the

highest production of chysanthe-
mums in the country. Enthusias-

tic growing of the flowers has
continued in Agui since the late
1950s, and today 16 farmers

grow and ship out chrysanthe-

mums from about 10 hectares of
greenhouses.
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The town's farmers deliver their rice and fresh vegetables here every
morning. It's a center for local consumption of local produce.
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Since ancient times, Agui has been a flourishing agricultural town produc-

ing rice. This is an event to promote agriculture through exchanges
between producers and consumers. It enjoys great success each year, with
large numbers of visitors enjoying attractions such as rice bale carriage
rides, rice planting experiences, and samplings of the sake made with Agui
rice, “Renge-chan.”
