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Odainokata
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Although mentioned by many poets since the ages of Manyo, an elusive
flower once thought to be extinct: Hanakatsumi. Oral tradition tells
that during the battle of Okehazama, Odainokata, mother of leyasu,
consecrated this flower to Buddha placing her hopes into its name

“katsu” (which means “to win” in Japanese). Now being carefully grown
by members of the Hanakatsumi Preservation Society.
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Gongen Hill
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There are 3 million red spider lilies on the Yakachi Riverside. You can also
find valuable animal and plant life on the Itayama-Takane Marshs. Foxes
have been sighted at Gongen Hill. You might meet descendants of Gon the
Little Fox there.
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
